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The Maryland all-offender ignition interlock bill, dubbed Noah’s Law after Officer Noah Leotta, who was killed in December by a suspected repeat drunk driver, unanimously passed both Houses in the last moments of the Legislative session Monday night. 

This historic bill, ignored and delayed for years, now heads to the Governor for his signature, which will make Maryland the 26th state in the country to require ignition interlocks for all drunk driving offenders.
Your email to Maryland legislators allowed us to maintain intense pressure during those crucial final days, when a last-minute amendment threatened to sink the bill. 
The drunk driving attempts that will be prevented and the countless lives saved – that’s on you! And we couldn’t be more grateful. 

Now, after a long-fought battle, it’s not time to stand down. It’s time to step up. Twenty-four states remain without this critical protection against repeat offenders. That’s where we move our attention, because our mission doesn’t end until drunk driving ends.
