School may be out, but safe driving is still in session. This summer, more than 1,500 teens will have the opportunity to attend free safe driving summer camps across six Midwest states. Teens and their parents will learn important safe driving skills that are not always taught in drivers education courses, such as how to handle a vehicle on slippery pavement or react to a deer or other animal in their path. 


The summer camps are being held at a time of year when teens run a higher risk of driving accidents.  No school means more time for cruising, driving with too many passengers and late nights. 


Summer camp stops will feature four half-day sessions, with each session covering the full Ford DSFL curriculum of vehicle handling, hazard recognition, speed management and space management. Participants are asked to register for only one half-day session.
