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What is National Character Day?  
This is an annual wing-level activity that serves to motivate cadets to take seriously issues of character and honor, while recommitting themselves towards a positive lifestyle.
 “National Character Day “is an opportunity for CAP to showcase our leadership qualities and developing skills for Making Positive Choices with our cadets. The curriculum offers something for everyone – senior members, cadet officers and NCOs, and brand new cadets alike. ACTIVITY FORMAT 
Cadets come together to hear a character-affirming message from a distinguished guest speaker, and to engage in an exciting, hands-on “Character Challenge” that requires a degree of sobriety, trust, and courage (e.g., climbing wall, indoor skydiving, tethered ballooning, etc.).

Wings are encouraged to host “National Character Day” activities during the month of September, although the event can be held at any time during the year.
